The Scout Hut- Councillor Le Brun advised that the architects had been in touch regarding the materials to be used on the building. He confirmed that the materials to be used will meet the criteria as requested by the Planning Committee in January 2009.

CLERK’S REPORT AND ACTION LIST.
1) Clerk’s report  The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Section 106/Play Group. Cllr Bevan gave an update with regard to responses to the questionnaire. She and the Chairman had spent time at the school getting additional responses which now total 154. The majority of those surveyed were in favour of the developments and showing preference for the recreation ground to be done first. Various other statistics were given and it was resolved to wait for the responses that may be obtained at the fete on 26th June before compiling the final survey results. It was noted that not many of the petitioner residents living in the immediate area had submitted responses. Councillor Bevan requested assistance in analysing and interpreting the data when it is all captured.
School Fete 26th June 2010.  Council’s facilities to be used by the organisers were detailed by Councillor Camden and were agreed to by Council.  Noted that the site for the stalls would be marked out and that the Council will use its stall to carry on consulting and getting questionnaires completed for the survey of improvements to the playing fields. Councillor Le Brun and the Clerk volunteered to assist Councillor Bevan with manning the stall

 Salt/Grit Bins. The order had been placed and delivery, not being urgent, will be in 6 to 8 weeks.
Fraudulent letter in the name of the Elders of the Baptist Church. This issue was discussed in some depth and it was noted that-A) Reverend J Steadman had visited the defamed councillor and expressed outrage that the churches name had been used and distanced himself and the Elders from the letter. B) A letter from the Elders addressed to the Parish Council, denying anything to do with the letter should be requested from the Church. C) The matter had been reported to the police who will follow up any evidence.  

It was resolved that the Chairman and Clerk in discussion with the Baptist Church make a joint statement in the Crier and place it on the website. The Council expressed concern and gave full assurance of total support for the defamed Councillor and the Planning Committee. 
Mole Hills and Weeds- Recreation Ground. The quotes were not considered and Council confirmed its previous decision and policy on biodiversity and environment.
2) Action List   The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Bye-laws. Noted that Cllr Hooper and the Clerk will have further meetings with PSCO   S Jones on signage and bye-laws.
Councillor- Casual Vacancy. The Clerk reported that disappointingly only one application had been received.
