The minutes of the meeting held on 1st February 2010 were approved as a true record and signed by the Chairman

CLERK’S REPORT AND ACTION LIST.
1) Clerk’s report  The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Section 106/Play Group. The Clerk reported that at the group meeting 8th February the issues raised by the petitioners and residents had been addressed and a further meeting had been set for 8th March to look at possible equipment and designs and to further consider questionnaires and more public consultations.
B C C Diversion of Public Footpath Number 7. The proposal was noted and no comments were suggested for submission.

Allotment Tenancy Agreement. The revised agreement was considered and approved. Plot holders will be requested to sign the revised tenancy agreement.  
Emergency Self Help Plan. Cllr Gilbert reported on the plan and advised that the equipment section is still to be completed and additional volunteers are being regularly sought and added. The plan was approved and adopted by Council. 
Pavilion maintenance. The repair of the gutters and downpipes was approved. Approval was also given for the signing of a maintenance agreement for the gas and heating systems in the building with a gas safe contractor.  
2) Action List   The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Burial Site. Noted that no correspondence will be sent to churches and Council, being unable to find a suitable vacant land, should take no further action at present. 

Village Centre. Noted that the rubble left on the recreation ground area around the new gate by the Village Association should be cleared by the Association as soon as possible. The Chairman and Clerk to finalise. 
Housing Trust. Noted that a meeting had been held with a representative of the Trust  to view the neglected sites around  Peascroft, Abbots Ridge, Abbots Walk and Hilltop. A further meeting is pending with the maintenance section of the Trust.

a) The draft minutes of the planning meeting held on 15th February 2010 were received and noted. 
Cllr Le Brun mentioned that our comments had been taken into account when the application for 22 Carters Lane was approved. He further commented on the strange reasoning used to override the objection regarding insufficient parking spaces being made available on the application for 5 Bicester Road (The Star) which was approved. The Chairman noted that Mr Hopcroft had told him that the signage on

The schedule was noted and the following additional information, comments or 



decisions were made:-



Bucks Association of Local Councils. Agreed that the Chairman and Clerk complete 


and submit the Parish Liaison Project questionnaire.
A V D C-  “Play Around the Parishes”. The Clerk was authorised to book the hall at the 


Village Centre for the dates requested.
B C C Transport for Bucks.  Parking and enforcement policy. Cllr  Le Brun offered to complete and submit the survey.

B C C Winter Maintenance “Task and Finish Group.” Survey dealing with road and transport problems in extreme weather conditions. Cllr Tighe was nominated to complete and submit the survey, as he had noted many problems. The Clerk to request him to complete the survey. 
Long Crendon Tennis Club. Sheila Hedger, secretary of the club, requested that the trees around the tennis court be trimmed, that the suckers be removed and the wooden fence which is not used & stored on the tennis court fence be removed. Council noted that the tree work would require planning approval which the Council will assist in obtaining whilst the Club are responsible for the costs. The Council in terms of contract three with Altom Tree Care will organise and fund the removal of the suckers. As regards the wooden fence which has been rolled up and left on the tennis court fence, the Chairman suggested they use the skip at the Catholic Church which he would be returning shortly or they should wait until the next freight skip arrives in the car park.

REPORTS
Neighbourhood Action Group. Cllr Hooper briefly reported on discussion items from the meeting he had attended. These included traffic control, speeding, parking problems, vehicle thefts, graffiti and dog fouling. He specifically advised on the use of prisoners serving  community sentences to be used to clean and tidy the village. Councillors were requested to mull over this suggestion and it will be considered at the next Council meeting. He mentioned that an L A F meeting is scheduled for 24th March in the Village Centre and suggested that Councillors attend if possible.

Pavilion Management Meeting. Cllr Camden reported on the main issues discussed at the February meeting. It was noted that the football clubs should be billed for any extra charges levied by the cleaner due to excess mud and dirt in the building and changing rooms. Further noted that the charges to the various clubs for use of the fields be reviewed and checked with fees charged by neighbouring councils. This will be actioned by Councillors Butler, Camden and the Clerk. In order to improve cleanliness and security the locking of the inter-leading door on the ground floor will be considered and further discussed with users. It was mentioned that toilet facilities for spectators was requested by users and the Chairman advised that no new facilities would be considered but use of existing facilities will be considered.  
Lord William School. Community Day. Agreed that the Clerk advise the school officials of the actions being taken through the Parish Plan action plan to address the major issues raised by the students living in Long Crendon.

Cycle Path and By- Laws. Cllr Hooper raised the issue of preparing by-laws for the play 


areas and obtaining signage for paths with regard to cycling. After discussion it was 



agreed that the by-laws be dealt with when the play area improvement project is nearer 



finalisation. The Clerk should be advised where signs are needed to enable BCC to be 



requested to undertake the work. This is to be added to the action list.




Parking on Verges. This is an ongoing problem and the Clerk will address this with 



Thames Valley Police and BCC. This is to be added to the action list.
Fencing around gates. Cllr Hooper noted that the spring mechanism on the Harroell kissing gate needed replacement and that dogs could enter restricted areas as there is no fencing around some of the gates. Other fences also needed repairs. Noted that Cllr Hooper will advise the Clerk of the areas and a quote will be obtained for the work.
Long Crendon School. The Chairman advised that the school was applying to extend the no parking white lines around the school entrance. The lines will be repainted and extended to run from Chilton Road to the crossing with Carters Lane and also at Friars Furlong to Carters Lane. Council resolved to supported and approve this application.
