Mr. A Kratt of the Baptist Church gave an extensive up-date on the latest developments and 

plans for the Church. He stated that the existing facilities for many functions and activities undertaken by the 

Church were inadequate. He advised that although the number of parishioners attending from Thame had now 
reduced considerably, the Church was still growing. The options for parking were still being addressed to find 
the best solution. The AVDC planning 
officers had been consulted and kept involved in the process. In 

conclusion he advised that the funding for the development had not been fully achieved and that the 
Church Council had no fixed date for commencement.  He hoped however, that the plans could be 
submitted
