REPORTS
Tree Protection.  Cllr Tighe elaborated on his discussions with Mr. Branson of A V D C on the 



process and  requirements for obtaining tree protection orders.







The value of a tree is largely dependent on its amenity value to residents and the visual impact it 



has on the Village from the main roads. The Parish Council should note and advise A V D C of any 



trees that will comply with the requirements and that are under threat then AVDC will issue TPO’s 



where applicable.. The Committee noted with concern the limited actions that  Council and the 



District Council can take to intervene for the purposes of protecting trees.




Replacement Benches Noted that the bench at the top of Harroell and the one at Farthings both 



need to be replaced with similar type benches for the conservation area.  Agreed that the 




Chairman and the Clerk will source the benches at a cost of £875 each which includes installation 



and VAT. 
The funding will be taken from the contingency budget.

Signs/Signposts. The Chairman suggested that we look at purchasing two high quality cast iron sign posts and invite the organizations and businesses that have asked for direction signs to meet the cost of their sign. This suggestion will be further explored by the Chairman and the Clerk.
Outcome of Speed Limit Review. Noted that the consultations which had delayed the final report by many months had resulted in little change from the original proposals. Many of Councils and residents final important suggestions had been simply noted but not acted upon. After discussion it was agreed that Mr. R Thurbon prepare a suitable letter to the Cabinet Member for transport expressing our disappointment with the final outcome. The Clerk will sign the letter on behalf of Council and send copies to Cllrs Edmonds and Smith for their information.
