Pilgrims Way -6 Frogmore Lane- Single storey extension to rear and both sides. Council has no objections but comments that the adverse impact on the amenity of 24 Bilwell is noted and the height of the roof line on the S/E elevation should be reduced to minimize the impact on the neighbours.

09/02134/APP Vine Cottage -87 Bicester Road is actually Hollington-87 Bicester Rd and the Clerk was requested to point this out to AVDC.

09/02012/APP- 5 Bicester Road. (The Star) The application had been approved. The Chairman advised that the parking issue as raised by Council had been overridden on the grounds that restaurant /pub would have required 25 parking spaces which had not been available, so by the same logic AVDC concluded they could not require the residential development to meet the requirement for to 5 parking spaces. Councillors were concerned that inadequate account had been taken of the potential impact on the businesses in The Square.
