The minutes of the meeting held on 4th January 2010 with one amendment to item 7/10 to add after £15161 “drawn from reserves”.

CLERK’S REPORT AND ACTION LIST.
1) Clerk’s report  The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Budget transfers.  The following virements were approved:-  From gates and fences (4320)  £1000 and ground maintenance (4370) £700 to tree works (4365) £1700. 
Long Crendon School. The application for a grant towards the costs of employing a  road crossing supervisor was discussed and agreed that a donation of £50 be given under section 137. 

Long Crendon Cricket Club. The request for financial assistance towards the club was discussed.  Agreed that we could not waive the annual charge for usage of the pavilion and grounds of £300.  It was noted that we are already heavily subsidising the maintenance of the pavilion and sports fields.  It was mentioned that a pavilion management meeting will be held on 22nd February and it could be suggested they approach our grass cutting service to possibly achieve a reduction in their costs (£2500) of maintaining the pitch. 
Grass Cutting. Cllr Bevan pointed out that AVDC in the reply to Dr Shreeve advised they would give different cuts to areas identified by Council as being of particular interest. Cllr Le Brun undertook to address this issue and other relevant open space matters in an article he will write for the newsletter.   
2) Action List   The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Emergency Plan. Noted that a draft has been completed and will be circulated for consideration at the next meeting.  

Housing Trust.  The Clerk advised that the Trust had now appointed a person (A Lennon) who will make contact shortly to arrange a meeting with Cllrs Le Brun and Hooper to view the neglected sites around Peascroft, Abbots Ridge, Abbots Walk and Hilltop.

Salt and Grit availability. The Clerk advised that new salt bins can be obtained from AVDC at a cost of £450 each. Salt/grit would be supplied at our cost. After discussion it was decided that all Councillors should check their areas and advise the Clerk of where they suggest additional salt bins be sited. The Clerk undertook to get a cost for making wooden bins the same as we have at present.
Burial Grounds.  Agreed that the Clerk and Chairman advise all churches in the village of the possible closure of the St Mary the Virgin Church cemetery and that unfortunately as no suitable alternate sites are available nearby burial sites will need to be used.

Local Council Planning Liaison Group. The Chairman had attended the meeting held on 18th January and reported that the focus of the discussion surrounded the housing developments in the Winslow area. The Chairman further advised that the policy document “Planning for Sustainable Economic Growth” setting out the framework in urban and rural areas has been published.
Local Council Group meeting in Thame. Cllr Hooper reported that he and the Clerk had attended the meeting which is most beneficial for sharing ideas and experiences. The main items discussed included governance, play area experiences, allotment management, local bus transport and affordable housing.
Notice Boards. Cllr Bevan will obtain a cost for making notice boards similar to the one in Chearsley next to the bus stop. 
Street Lights. The report reflecting the costs and savings was noted. After discussion it was agreed that Cllr Hooper would write an article for the newsletter setting out the proposed switch off times, costs and savings and seeking comments from residents.

Potholes. Noted that the state of Frogmore and Bonnersfield were exceptionally bad and the Clerk was asked to write to Transport for Bucks requesting immediate attention and further to advise that Frogmore should be resurfaced as soon as possible.
Play equipment improvements at Harroell. Mrs Andrews and Ms Ashford asked if they could be updated on the latest situation on the proposed plans. The Chairman advised them that the committee had met to address all the negative issues raised by them in letters to Council and others. The committee is, at present addressing the issues with a view to resolving them where possible and then revised plans for both areas will be drawn up for presentation at further consultation. They were advised that the plans presented would be for consultation not finalised. It was also mentioned that the preparation of the plans for consultation would take some time possibly a few months.
