	98 High Street.-demolition of existing garage, erection of single storey and first floor extension and internal alterations. Council has no objection

Lower Farm House Shabbington.- Erection of barn .No objection.
71 Giffard Way.-Alteration to roof to create pitched roof. No objection however we comment that the colour of the roof must blend in with the surrounding roofs and should be black, dark grey, brown etc. 
41 Giffard Way.- Minor amended plans ?. Conversion of garage to living accommodation and provision of hard surfaced parking area within front garden. Council objects even though this has already been approved as a minor amendment for the reason that this application is retrospective as the area is already block paved and there is no lawn and further that there appears to be no provision for the drainage and thus no soak away. 
The banks, 67 High Str.-Single storey side extension. No objection however all materials must be stored on site.

22 Carters lane.- Erection of detached garage.The comments from residents were noted and Council objects on the following grounds:-

· The garage which was previously reduced in size has now been enlarged even further in width as compared to the first application.

·  The construction of the garage has changed from a single brick depth to a cavity wall.

· It  is  considered  to be  an over development

· There will be encroachment on 20 Carters Lane as well as 1a Friars Furlong.

· The height of the garage has been increased to 3,3m from 2,7 m and will impact on the enjoyment of the adjoining properties.
13 Coltman Avenue.- Proposed drop kerb with a second access and creation of new driveway. The committee approved the application which requests replacing the original drop kerb and restoring it to it’s original highway state and replace it with a new drop kerb. No objection.
