CLERK’S REPORT AND ACTION LIST.
1) Clerk’s report  The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Section 106/Play Group. In the absence of Cllr Bevan the clerk reported that all the documentation for the newsletter and website had been completed and that Cllr Bevan had requested some assistance for the sessions to be held at the school and possibly in the pavilion. Both Cllr Camden and the Chairman offered assistance. 
Newsletter for the Winter 2009/10. It was resolved that our gratitude be given to the volunteers who assisted with the distribution of the newsletter. The Crendon Crier was requested to place this in the next edition and J Goddard kindly agreed.

Salt/Grit Bins. Two quotes had been obtained and it was agreed that the Clerk place an order for ten bins delivered but not installed at a price of £49 each. The bins will be stored in the old pavilion whilst the sites are selected and a contractor appointed to install the bins .

Annual Parish Meeting. It was resolved that the meeting be held on Thursday 27th May at 19.30. It was further resolved that that wine and snacks be made available which Cllr Camden kindly offered to organise. The Clerk will request sports clubs and other social groups operating in the Village to attend and present their organisations functions.  Village Supervision. Noted that only a few reports are being received and the Clerk requested Councillors to let him have these reports. 
2) Action List   The report was noted and discussed and the following comments and decisions were made:-
Housing Trust. Noted that some work had been carried out and Cllr Hooper was requested to advise the Clerk of details of the works that had not been completed. The matter would be raised with the contractor appointed to do the work and the Housing Trust. 
Notice Boards. After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk obtain quotes for basic notice boards such as those in Cuddington and Chearsley. Jane Goddard had submitted suggestions for siting the boards which will be considered.
Sports Pavilion. Cllr Camden advised that Mr Gilbert had requested the use of the football field for his team that previously used the Thame facilities. It was noted that the grounds cannot take on more usage than it has at present. After discussion it was resolved that Council in order to avoid over usage and further degradation of the field the request be declined. 

Sports Field Fees. The Clerk had obtained comparative fees and agreed that a review be undertaken by the Council management team and referred back to Council for implementation. It was noted that the various sports lease agreements should be checked for escalation of rental.
Signs for path and cycle ways.  Councillors should advise the Clerk of where the signs are needed and the Clerk will proceed with organising them. 

RSL interactive information kiosk. Agreed we obtain the statistical information from BCC on the usage of the system elsewhere and Councillors were requested to view and evaluate the Ambrosden site.
